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Small Entity Compliance Guide

Dear Limited Access Northeast (NE) Multispecies Permit Holder:

This letter is to inform you that NOAA’s National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) has
made adjustments to the common pool and sector Annual Catch Limit (ACL)
specifications of Framework Adjustment (FW) 44 and the resulting sector Annual Catch
Entitlements (ACEs). In the proposed rule for FW 44, published on February 1, 2010, the
ACLs for sectors and the common pool and the sector ACEs were based upon the sector
rosters as of September 1, 2009, and in the final rule, published April 9, 2010, they were
based upon the sector rosters as of January 22, 2010. In the proposed rule, NMFS
indicated that these ACLs would need to be adjusted for FY 2010, because vessel owners
who had enrolled in sectors as of January 22, 2010, could drop out of sectors through -
April 30, 2010 (and fish instead in the common pool). This adjustment has resulted in an
increased amount of fish for the common pool for FY 2010.

Based on the final sector rosters submitted to NMFS on April 30, 2010, the final number
of vessels electing to fish in sectors for FY 2010 is 762 (a reduction of 50 vessels from
January 22, 2010). Below is a table of the previous, and the revised final sub-ACLs for
sector and common pool vessels. Please call the Sustainable Fisheries Division at (978)
