SMALL ENTITY COMPLIANCE GUIDE 

Dear Federal Northeast (NE) Seafood Dealer Pennit Holder: 

This letter is to inform you of regulations affecting dealers that were approved under 
Amendment 16 and Framework Adjustment 44 to the NE Multispecies Fishery 
Management Plan that become effective on May 1,2010. These actions were developed by 
the New England Fishery Management Council to revise management measures necessary to end 
overfishing, rebuild overfished stocks, mitigate the adverse economic impacts of increased effort 
controls, and establish annual catch limits (ACLs) and associated accountability measures to 
comply with the Magnuson..:Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act. This letter is 
only a summary of the actual regulations, which you are encouraged to read, and are not 
considered a substitute for the regulations. The full regulations are available on the Northeast 
Regional Office website (www.nero.noaa.gov), or by calling 978-281-9315. 

Trip Limits: Dealers remain prohibited from purchasing or receiving fish from a vessel if the 
amount of such fish exceeds trip/possession limits applicable for each individual fishing trip. 
Common pool vessels (i.e., those not participating in a sector) are subject to the trip limits listed 
in Table 1 below. Dealers are encouraged to review and reference the trip limits listed in Table 1 
before purchasing fish from common pool vessels. Sector vessels are not limited in the amount 
of groundfish that can be caught per trip, except that sector vessels are prohibited from 
possessing ocean pout, windowpane flounder, SNE/MA winter flounder, and Atlantic wolffish, 
and may only land one Atlantic halibut per trip. 

Facilitating DocksidelRoving Monitors: Under Amendment 16, dockside and roving monitors 
will be used to verify the amount of each species offloaded either directly to a dealer or to a truck 
for later shipment to a dealer. Beginning in FY 2010, sector vessels will be subject to 
dockside/roving monitoring requirements, while common pool vessels will be subject to these 
requirements beginning in FY 2012. 

A federally pennitted dealer that purchases/receives fish from either a common pool or sector 
vessel must comply with the following requirements for each offloading event monitored by a 
dockside/roving monitor: 

•	 Provide a copy of any weigh-out documents or dealer receipts to the vessel operator and 
dockside/roving monitor; and 

•	 Allow the dockside/roving monitor to sign the official weigh-out document or dealer 
receipt retained by the dealer; or 

•	 Sign the dockside/roving monitor report that verifies the amount of each species
 
offloaded provided by a dockside/roving monitor.
