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Subject: New or Revised Management Measures for Fishing Year (FY) 2011

Dear Federal Northeast (NE) Multispecies Seafood Dealer Permit Holder:

This letter is to inform you of regulations affecting dealers for FY 2011, including those
approved under Framework Adjustment 45 (FW 45) to the NE Multispecies Fishery
Management Plan (FMP). The measures explained in this letter became effective on May
1, 2011. This letter is only a summary of the actual regulations, which you are encouraged to
read, and are not considered a substitute for the regulations. The full regulations are available on
the Northeast Regional Office website (www.nero.noaa.gov), or by calling 978-281-9315.

Trip Limits: Dealers may not purchase or receive fish from a vessel in excess of a vessel’s trip
limit.

o Common pool vessels (i.e., those not participating in a sector) are subject to the trip limits
listed in Table 1 below. It is important to note that these trip limits could be revised
during FY 2011. If these trip limits change, another letter will be sent to you detailing
the revised trip limits.

e Sector vessels are not limited in the amount of groundfish that can be caught per trip,
except that sector vessels are prohibited from possessing any amount of ocean pout,
windowpane flounder, Southern New England/Mid-Atlantic winter flounder, and Atlantic
wolffish, and may only land one Atlantic halibut per trip.
