Vessel Monitoring System (VMS) Instructions for the Northeast Region
Updated through September 29, 2006

The following basic user instructions supplement the VMS requirements provided in the
Northeast Fisheries Regulations, Code of Federal Regulations, Title 50, Part 648. To view these
regulations, go to the NOAA Fisheries (NMFS) Northeast Regional Office website at
www.nero.noaa.gov. You will also find some VMS information on the website by selecting the
‘Fishing Industry Homepage’ (found under ‘Features’). Additionally, permit holder letters
(also under Features) often contain clarifying VMS information.

Example shown: NERO Website opening page
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PRIOR TO DEPARTING PORT

Required activity declaration before sailing. For every trip, you must declare your intent prior
to leaving port by making an activity declaration through your VMS unit. If you need assistance,
call the NOAA Fisheries VMS Team at (978) 281-9213 during business hours, Monday to
Friday, 8:00 am to 4:30 pm.

Making an activity declaration. From your VMS main menu, go to the appropriate activity
page on your VMS unit; carefully fill in all required lines (Trip type, as well as Area, Days-at-
sea (DAS) type, Gear type, and any trip Modifications) and then send the message.

Boatracs Users: Select ‘View Status’, then ‘Create Message’ and type in the appropriate
‘macro’ page number as follows:

Intended Activity Macro
Scallop/Herring/DOF* Activity Report 23
Multispecies Activity Report 24
Monkfish Activity Report 25

1. Use the “‘down’ arrow key to scroll up and down the macro page. Use the ‘enter’ key
to scroll across a line. Place an “X’ in the appropriate blank in each line of the intended activity,
and then hit the “send’ key.

2. The unit will ask you to confirm sending by hitting the *“Y” (for yes) key. The unit
will then indicate that the message with your declaration has been queued for delivery.

3. Once sent, you will receive an acknowledgment e-mail (the ‘Message Waiting’ light
will be illuminated in red). Use the ‘Read Next’ key to view your acknowledgment.

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SkyMate Users: Select ‘“NMFS-VMS’, then “Activity’ and go to the appropriate activity
page. If the NMFS icon is not viewable as an option, add the icon to your desktop by selecting:
‘System’, ‘Set up’, ‘Northeast’, then ‘Save’.

Reminder: You must be running the most current SkyMate software version 3.750. If
not, contact SkyMate or download the software from the SkyMate website. Failure to install the
required software that causes the vessel to fail to make the proper activity declaration or submit
the required form could lead to enforcement action by NMFS.

1. SkyMate employs ‘drop-down’ menus. Scroll to the intended trip type and click on
the circle next to the trip type. The next (indented) line will drop down; continue to click on the
appropriate selection as you work down through the lines under this trip type, then click ‘send’ at
the top of the screen.

2. The unit will indicate that “your request has been submitted for acknowledgment and
that your computer and SkyMate VMS software must remain running in order to receive an
acknowledgment’. Additionally, the top of your screen will indicate that ‘you have one request
pending’.

3. Go to your ‘Code Log’ to view the declaration that you just sent (note that the
acknowledgement column is initially blank). When SkyMate sends back the acknowledgement,
the top of your screen will indicate that ‘you have one unread acknowledgment’. The
acknowledgment will show up in bold print within the acknowledgement column of your Code
Log. In order to make future declarations, you must read each incoming acknowledgement by
clicking on it. If you send a declaration in error, you can delete it by going to your Code Log
and selecting ‘Change Code’ at the top of your screen, then following the simple instructions to
redeclare your activity.

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Thrane & Thrane Users: Select ‘Forms’, which will bring up the page entitled “Trip
Declaration and Catch Reporting System”. Click on the block entitled “Trip Declaration’, then
click on the appropriate activity under the “Type” block.

1. Thrane employs menu ‘blocks’ that open up available options under that block as
selections are made. As you click on the appropriate block to make that selection, it will
highlight in yellow. Continue to click on the appropriate selections as you work down through
the blocks (Activity, Fishing Area, Day Type, and Gear Type).

2. Once all appropriate selections have been made, a block at the very bottom center of
the screen indicates the activity code you have selected. Send your declaration by clicking on
this block that reads “Change to (activity code) declaration”.

3. Once sent, a ‘Forms Submission Status’ window will come up that states that the
“form is being prepared for transmission.’

4. When your declaration has been successfully sent, the Forms Submission Status
window will state that ‘the form was delivered successfully’. This is your acknowledgement that
your declaration was received. The box in the top right corner of the screen will display your
current declaration in green.

For all VMS Users:

1. DOF Code. The DOF (or Declare Out of Fishery) declaration is used whenever the
vessel’s activity will be anything other than a limited access scallop trip, multispecies or
monkfish day- at-sea trip, general category scallop trip or herring trip. The DOF declaration is
the appropriate declaration for trips that are transits with no fishing activity. Boatracs users
should note the DOF option is located at the end of Macro 23 (see above example).



2. VMS Unit Abbreviations. To conserve space, the following abbreviations are used
on some or all VMS unit display pages:

3. VMS Activity Codes. Your declaration is reported to NMFS in a VMS activity code
format. That activity code (with a brief description) is reported back to you in your
acknowledgement message by your VMS vendor. That code is also reported back to you in the
VMS Trip Start and End messages sent as courtesy e-mails by NMFS (addressed later). A
complete listing of VMS activity codes and their description is attached. This activity code
listing may also be found on the NERO website on the Fishing Industry Homepage.

4. Acknowledgment. An acknowledgement of your declaration is sent from your VMS
vendor and not from NMFS; therefore, the acknowledgement does not mean that NMFS has
approved your activity. The acknowledgement simply means that your activity code was
received by the VMS vendor (specifically, the satellite provider’s land-earth station) and will be
sent along to NMFS. It is recommended that you wait for the acknowledgement before sailing.
If the vendor rejects your code, you must resubmit an activity declaration until accepted. Again,
it is important that the correct activity declaration be made, sent and acknowledged before
sailing.

If you should start a trip under the wrong activity code, NMFS will direct your vessel
back inside the VMS demarcation line to change your code.

Important information:

*** 1t is your responsibility to periodically check your VMS unit’s message in-box for
important messages from NMFS.

*** Your VMS unit is programmed such that declarations may only be performed while
the vessel is inside the VMS demarcation line; there are only a few exceptions; in accordance
with current regulations, vessels may “flip’ their DAS code or declare a “flex’ trip while seaward
of the demarcation line. The flip and flex terms are addressed later.

CROSSING THE VMS DEMARCATION LINE

The VMS demarcation line generally follows the contour of the eastern seaboard. It is used by
NMFS to record the start and end of a trip. The coordinates of the demarcation line may be
found in 50 CFR 648.10 or on the NERO website on the Fishing Industry Homepage. The
homepage also provides a chartlet of the demarcation line.



Trip Start and End. A trip starts on the first position report that is seaward of the demarcation
line. A trip ends on the first position report shoreward of the demarcation line.

DAS Charge. The trip start/end time may also start/end the DAS clock depending on the type of
activity, area fished, DAS code and gear type. Questions regarding your DAS balance may be
directed to the NMFS VMS Team (see contact information below). Questions regarding DAS
charging for various trips may be directed to the Sustainable Fisheries Division at (978) 281-
9315.

Position Reporting. VMS units on scallop-permitted vessels are required to send automatic
position reports on a half-hourly basis regardless of the vessel’s activity. VMS units on all other
permitted-vessels (multispecies, etc) send automatic position reports on an hourly basis
regardless of the vessel’s activity. For vessels that hold multiple permits, the most restrictive
VMS requirement applies.

NMFS E-Mail Notification of Trip Start and End.

Trip Start. Within approximately 3 hours of crossing the demarcation line to start a trip,
an automatically-generated courtesy e-mail will be sent to the vessel’s VMS unit in the following
standard format:

“This is an automated email sent from the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS).
NMFS has detected that your vessel crossed the VMS demarcation line and began a trip. Trip
[6-digit Trip Identification number] began on (Date) (Time) EDT/EST under VMS activity code
(VMS code). If this activity code is incorrect, you are directed to return inside the demarcation
line, select the appropriate code, wait for confirmation email from your VMS vendor, and then
resail. If confirmation email is not received, contact your vendor for assistance. For further
information or concerns about this email, call the NMFS Office of Law Enforcement at 978-281-
9230 or 978-281-9213 during normal business hours (8:00 am to 4:30 pm EDT/EST).”

Note: Some VMS users have been confused by this e-mail, thinking that the e-mail is
directing them to return to the VMS demarcation line. If the VMS activity code reported back
to you in this e-mail is correct for your intended activity, there is no action required on your part.
However, if the code reported to you is not correct, you must return inside the demarcation line
to change the code to reflect the proper activity.

Trip End. Within approximately 5 hours of crossing the demarcation line to end a trip,
an automatically-generated courtesy e-mail will be sent to the vessel’s VMS unit in the following
standard format:

“This is an automated email sent from the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS).
NMFS has detected that your vessel crossed the VMS demarcation line and ended a trip. Trip [6-
digit ID] ended on (Date) (Time) EDT/EST under VMS activity code (VMS Code). The trip
length from demarcation line to demarcation line was (XX.XX) days which may not be the actual
days-at-sea charged against the vessel's allowable fish days. For further information or
concerns about this email, call the NMFS Office of Law Enforcement at 978-281-9230 or 978-
281-9213 during normal business hours (8:00 am to 4:30 pm EDT/EST).”

Note: If you are authorized to power down your VMS unit when at your dock/mooring,

you may not receive this trip end e-mail if your vendor is attempting to send this e-mail to your
VMS unit while it is off. You may provide the VMS Team with an alternate e-mail address if
you desire to receive these trip start/end e-mails and other e-mails from NMFS. The delays in
delivery of trip start and end e-mails are a necessary feature of the NMFS VMS trip generation
system to ensure accurate trip accounting.

OTHER REQUIRED VMS FORMS

Catch Reports. These reports must be submitted daily from your VMS unit for each day
beginning at 0000 hours and ending at 2400 hours when fishing in the US/Canada Management
Area or any Special Access Program. The accuracy and timeliness of this information is vital to
NMFS. These reports must be sent by 9:00 am of the following day for the previous day’s catch.

Note: A catch report is required even if the vessel caught no fish or was in transit. In
this case, report all zeroes in your report and send it.

1. If you fail to send in a daily catch report or send a report after 9:00 am, you will
receive an automated e-mail from NMFS that states:

“This is an automated email sent from the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS).
NMFS has detected the absence of today’s daily (specific area/program) catch report from your
vessel. Daily catch reports are required by 50 C.F.R. 648.60(a)(9). Failing to provide these
daily catch reports is a violation of 50 C.F.R. 648.14(i)(7). Daily catch reports must be sent by
9:00AM local time for every day of your trip, including the day the trip begins and ends.
Negative reports are required even on days when no product is caught or when your vessel is
only in transit. You received this email because you failed to send your catch report by 9:00 AM
or didn't send one at all. For further information or concerns about this email, call the NMFS
Office of Law Enforcement at 978-281-9274 or 978-281-9213 during normal business hours
(8:00 am to 4:30 pm EDT/EST).”

2. The Boatracs catch report macros are as follows:

3. The SkyMate catch report forms may be found by selecting ‘NMFS-VMS’, then
‘Catch’ and going to the appropriate catch report page.

4. The Thrane & Thrane catch report forms may be found by selecting ‘Forms’, then
‘Reports’ and going to the appropriate catch report block.

Scallop Broken Trip Notification. This form must be sent when an access area trip is
terminated before the vessel is able to take the full possession limit. The form is sent at sea
before the vessel returns to port. This form is necessary to qualify for a compensation trip which
allows the vessel to return to the same access area to catch the remaining portion of the
possession limit.

Scallop Compensation Trip Notification. This form must be sent prior to leaving port. Record
the 6-digit NMS trip identification code or codes provided on your letter(s) of authorization
issued by the NMFS Regional Administrator, and send the form. Compensation trips to the same
access area may be combined as long as the possession limit is not exceeded.

Cod Running Clock. This form must be sent before crossing the VMS demarcation line upon
the return to port from a fishing trip. If you expect to land more cod than your DAS clock will
allow under the daily possession limits, you must send this form.

Submit this form if not enough Days-at-Sea (DAS) have elapsed to account for the
amount of cod on board your vessel (i.e., 24 hours for each day's worth of Gulf of
Maine cod or Georges Bank cod). You will be charged up to an additional 24 hours
of DAS to fully account for the amount of cod on board your vessel.

You must submit this form before you cross the demarcation line on your return to
port.

Herring Pre-Landing Notification. As directed by NMFS, Herring Category 1 vessels send
this form at least 6 hours prior to landing. It is intended to facilitate the monitoring and
enforcement of the haddock catch cap.

SkyMate Forms. Select ‘NMFS-VMS’, then “Trip’, and go to the appropriate catch report page.
Thrane & Thrane Forms. Select ‘Forms’, then ‘Reports’, and go to the appropriate form.

CROSSING THE VMS DEMARCATION LINE WHEN RETURNING TO PORT AFTER
A FISHING TRIP

As stated earlier, your trip will end on the first position report shoreward of the VMS
demarcation line and under the declaration sent before sailing. It is not necessary to send another
activity declaration upon crossing the demarcation line or upon return to port in order to end your
trip.



Herring Category 1 vessels. May turn their VMS units off when in port.

General Category Scallop vessels with the 1B permit. May turn their VMS units off
only after landing their catch and declaring the power down activity code (which may be found
on the scallop declaration page).

Note: General Category 1B vessels that declared a power down code while in
port must send a new declaration before their next trip. Vessels are not authorized to sail on a
power down code under any circumstances.

DECLARING AFLIP OR FLEX AT SEA

Flipping. Vessels that reach the possession limits while fishing on a B DAS, are required to flip
to an A DAS. Your VMS unit allows you to declare a flip while seaward of the demarcation
line. To do this, you must make the same activity declaration that you made before leaving port
(trip type, area, gear type), except that A DAS will be declared (in other words, do not go to the
declaration page and try to send an A DAS declaration only; you must again fill out all
appropriate lines). You should receive an acknowledgment from your vendor with an activity
code that will reflect your A DAS declaration.

Flexing. Vessels that fish in the Eastern US/Canada Area, may FLEX from this area to continue
fishing in either the Western US/Canada Area (called a “FLEX WEST”) or outside the
US/Canada Area (called a “FLEX OUT”). As with a flip, you must make the same activity
declaration that you made before leaving port (trip type, area, gear type), except that you will
continue to the FLEX line on your declaration page and select a FLEX OUT or FLEX WEST.
You should receive an acknowledgment from your vendor with an activity code that will reflect
your FLEX declaration.

DAYS-AT-SEA (DAS) CHARGING

The DAS charge for your trip depends upon several factors, including the fishery plan, area
fished, and DAS and gear type. Refer to the permit holder letters that describe DAS charging in
detail. These letters may be found on the NERO website under “Features”.

Multispecies Trips. You may refer to the handy reference (attached) entitled “NE Multispecies
DAS Charges Based on Possible VMS Activity Code Scenarios”

WHILE IN PORT

Continuous Position Reporting. Unless you are authorized by regulation to power down your
VMS unit while at the dock or mooring, your VMS unit must be on and sending position reports
at all times.

General Category Power Down Code. As stated above, General Category vessels with the 1B
(VMS) permit may power down their VMS unit after landing their catch. Send the power down
activity code (code is SES-SCG-XXXX) BEFORE turning the power off to your unit. The
vessel may not move from the dock/mooring until the VMS unit is turned back on and a new
declaration reflecting the vessel’s intended activity is sent.
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Exemption from Continuous Reporting. The following requests must be made in advance of
the intended exemption period. Contact the NMFS VMS Team for assistance. You may also
refer to 50 CFR 648.9(c)(2) for more details about these programs.

All Vessels. May request a ‘Letter of Exemption’ from NMFS if the vessel is expected to
be out of the water for more than 72 consecutive hours.

Multispecies Vessels. May sign out of the VMS program for a minimum of 30
consecutive days by obtaining a Letter of Exemption from NMFS. The vessel may not engage in
ANY fisheries until the VMS unit is turned back on.

REPLACING YOUR VMS UNIT

If you should replace your VMS unit, you must notify the NMFS VMS Team within 3 days of
installation and prior to your next trip. You will need to submit documentation that you have
installed an operational, approved VMS unit. Complete a VMS certification form (attached) and
mail or fax it to the VMS Team.
