Dear «VES»,

The Fishery Management Plan for Golden Tilefish, which is effective on November 1, 2001,
establishes an annual commercial quota for the golden tilefish fishery.  As a requirement of the
golden tilefish permit, you must report to the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) all fish
and shellfish pounds landed or discarded including all tilefish species.  In addition, vessels with a
limited access category A, B or C permit for the Golden Tilefish fishery are required to report
golden tilefish landings for each trip via the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) Interactive
Voice Response (IVR) system.

Enclosed are the Instructions for Reporting Golden Tilefish landings using the National Marine
Fisheries Service (NMFS) Interactive Voice Response (IVR) system.  These are being sent to vessels
that have been issued a full-time or part-time limited access category A, B or C permit for the
Golden Tilefish fishery.  This fishery pertains to the golden tilefish only; other tilefish species are
not to be reported through the IVR system.  Reports of golden tilefish landings are needed on a real-
time basis to monitor the quotas for each category.

What is an IVR call-in system?
An IVR system allows vessels to quickly and easily report their landings using a touch-tone
telephone.  Callers access this system through a toll-free number.  Vessels holding a limited access
category A, B or C golden tilefish permit are required to report their landings of golden tilefish
through the NMFS IVR call-in system.

IVR Reporting Requirements
The IVR system is designed to allow vessels to report golden tilefish landings for each trip.  If no
golden tilefish were landed for a particular trip, vessels are not required to submit a negative report
for golden tilefish through the IVR system.  The limited access category A, B or C golden tilefish
permit requires that the owner/operator of the vessel report golden tilefish landings for each fishing
trip, via the NMFS IVR system, within 24 hours after returning to port and offloading.

Owners/operators who have not used the IVR system in the past will be assigned a confidential and
unique access code.  Codes should be kept private and not disclosed to others.  Your unique code is
enclosed in this packet.  In the event that you lose your code, please contact the Fisheries Statistics
Office at the number below.  When calling for your code, please supply your Federal permit number
as well as your vessel name and a new access code will be mailed to you.

Vessel Trip Reports
An additional requirement of your Federal golden tilefish permit is that the owner/operator of the
vessel must maintain on board the vessel, and submit to the Regional Administrator, a Vessel Trip
Report for each fishing trip taken.  These VTR’s must be completed accurately and contain a record
of all species caught regardless of species fished for.  It is required that these trip reports be
submitted no later than the 15th day of the month after a fishing trip is landed.  If no fishing activity
takes place during a month, a report so stating must be submitted.  VTR instructions and or vessel
logbook request forms will be sent to owners or operators who have not previously been issued a
federal permit with VTR reporting requirements.
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Vessels with a limited access category A, B or C golden tilefish permit

• Effective November 1, 2001, vessels with a federal limited access category A, B or
C golden tilefish permit must report landings of golden tilefish for each fishing trip via
the NMFS IVR system.
• Call toll-free telephone number (1-888-284-4904) to report landings of golden tilefish
• Report landings of golden tilefish within 24 hours after returning to port and
offloading.
• Instructions for submitting reports through the NMFS IVR system are enclosed.

   Reports to the NMFS IVR system must include:
•  Permit Number
•  Vessel’s Password / Code
•  Pounds of golden tilefish landed

• This instruction page may be copied and used for reference when reporting golden tilefish landings
from fishing vessels.
• Please refer to the detailed instructions below for these procedures.
• This worksheet is for your own records.  Please do not submit worksheet to the National Marine
Fisheries Service.
• Please call the Fisheries Statistics Office at 978-281-9296 or 978-281-9209 if you have any problems
with the IVR system.

Reporting regulations require that you must:
• Submit reports of golden tilefish landings within 24 hours via the NMFS IVR system after returning
to port and offloading.

Detailed Instructions - To report catch: Call 1-888-284-4904

 1) Press 6 to enter golden tilefish landings.
 2) Enter your 6 digit vessel number followed by the # key.
 3) Enter your 5 digit vessel code followed by the # key.

  4) Enter the pounds caught followed by the # key.
Press 1 if correct, Press 2 to re-enter.

5) Remain on the line to hear your 6-digit confirmation number.
6) Thank-you for calling and goodbye.

Landings Worksheet - This worksheet is for your own use, please do not submit worksheet to NMFS.

1) Press 6 to enter landings.
2) Enter your 6-digit vessel number followed by the # key and
3) Enter your 5 digit vessel code followed by the # key
(you may not want to write down your confidential vessel code number).

4) Enter the pounds caught followed by the # key.
